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All Medicare DMEPOS suppliers must be in compliance with CMS Supplier Standards in order to obtain and retain their billing privileges. These standards, in their 
entirety, are listed in 42 C.F.R. pt. 424, sec 424.57(c). A supplier must disclose these standards to all customers/patients who are Medicare beneficiaries (standard 16). 

 Supplier Standard 12 includes “A supplier …must instruct beneficiaries on use of Medicare covered items”. 

Setting up your equipment: 
· A delivery technician will set up your trapeze.  
· The technician will attach the trapeze to the bed end. 
· The technician will adjust the grab bar to the appropriate level 

for you.  
·  

Using your equipment: 
· The technician who installs your equipment will explain and 

demonstrate how to adjust the grab bar and the height of the 
trapeze. (Diagram 1) 

· The trapeze is used in conjunction with the bed to provide 
support, increase stability, and assist you when repositioning 
yourself in bed. 

· The trapeze is NOT designed to support the total body weight of 
an individual. The trapeze can assist an individual weighing up 
to 250 pounds. 

 

Maintenance: 
· Use household cleaners and a cloth to clean the trapeze as 

necessary. 
· Please contact your equipment provider for any questions or repairs. 

 

Safety Issues: 
· When transferring into or out of bed, always use wheel locks on the 

bed. 
· The trapeze is an assistive device only. The trapeze is not designed 

to support the total body weight of an individual, or to be used as an 

assist device when transferring into or out of a bed. (Diagram 1)
